We make grants to musicians and staff who are employees of the
Bournemouth Symphony Orchestra and other individuals who have
made a significant long-term contribution to the orchestra. The
grants are to relieve hardship caused by sickness accident or infir-
mity. Funds are raised from the net proceeds of an annual concert
and donations from supporters.

During the years we have helped players who are on long-
term sick leave or with a contribution towards private medical
treatment. More recently there has been a sharp increase in the
assistance we give players for private medical treatment, including
major operations on joints. This is normally required as a result
of repair to a repetitive strain injury incurred whilst playing.

This is also a reflection on the lengthening waiting lists for NHS
treatment. If there is a delay in treatment, members are unable to
work, sometimes for many months which can cause hardship for
their families.

We have recently marked our 60th year as a benevolent fund but
in current financial times it is becoming increasingly difficult to
match our aspirations with a reduced income. But we are boosting
our fundraising efforts to ensure that we can be here for the next 60
years!
