Times are tough, rents are rising, and
many families are struggling to keep a roof over their heads, let
alone get on the property ladder. For others, redundancy or illness
can make people fall behind on the rent or mortgage. And every day,
millions of people wake up in housing that’s run down, overcrowded
or dangerous.

At Shelter, we hear from people suffering from health problems and
mental health issues, such as depression and stress, and families
whose children are missing out on their education or are being bullied
—all as a result of bad housing or homelessness.

That’s why we provide free, confidential advice and support
via our website, helplines, and face to face local services. We help
people to find and keep a home in a place where they can thrive, and
we tackle the root causes of bad housing by campaigning for new
laws, policies and solutions.
