After one
week of treatment, Robbie was once again flying around his cage
and was ready for release.

We are so happy that we could help this beautiful bird back to the
wild and although we never want any wild animal to find itself in
trouble, it is nice to think that they know where to come, should they
ever need help! Our doors are always open to any wild animal in
need, even walk-ins!
